Now the dialogue enters a new stage of development as a
Commission appointed by the Holy See and by the Archbishop of
Canterbury [in consultation with the Anglican Metropolitans] has
been nominated to put into effect an approved programme developed
on the basis of work done by the previous Preparatory Commissiocn.
