Many thanks for t he Confidential letter of 29th March which 
Syl via sent on your behalf, and the enclosed letter (23rd March) from 
Bill Purdy. 

I shall be interested to see what comes from Bishop Torrella, 
but from the Anglican poin t of view there is no question about the 
Versailles Report being made public. It has been announced in ANGLICAN 
INFORMATION No.18 , last November, (1767/2) and also in the "Preparatory 
Informat ion" for the Lambeth Conference (page 57), which has just come 
from the printers. I enclose a copy. €opies go this week to all members 
of the Conference. 

As the Report (as agreed) comprises only the advice of the 
members, it wil l be a pity if Vatican adds notes of its own. 

I have no problem about the paper being called a "Report": 
that is what we have called it in the announcements referred to. 

From our point of view i t ought to be printed . Any other 
course woul d be unfortunate - and cause comment from both Anglican 
sides.
